Ontario.—1t is gratifying to be able to report that the work of our
Supply Department has beer even more satisfactory Eha‘n in furmqr years,
The werk' assigned by the Council was not light., TPhough clothing and
other supplies had to be purchased, for the most part at top prices, and
other calls have been many and insistent, our supplics have suffered no
diminution. We all realize in spme degree the valne of the work heing
carried on in our schools, Homes and hogpitals, and the (diffieultics under
which our workers in those places labor. It is needless to say our supplies
are appraciated. It is not only the quantity and quality that appeals to us,
but also the loving ecare shown in the way they are packed, and i the
Christmas gifts and toys sent. More books might he mc]udqd among tic
gifts to the children, for they love to get them, and when wisely selccted
they have an educational value, as well as giving great -|!lcasnre_. .

Supplies were sent- to Alberni, Round Lake, Rolling River, Birtle, Iile
Hills, Portage Ia Prairie and Ceeilin Jeffrey Indian Behools, to Fi‘thelbert,
Vegreville and Tenlon Homes, and Francois Lake, B.C., Canora, BEthelbert,
Wakaw, Vegreville, and Teulon Hospitals. As there arve also many neddy
among the Indian old people and the little children, clothing suitable for
them was sent to Lizard Point and Okanese Reserves. A farge amount was
sent to our own missionaries on the fields, and some to Banswara, India,

‘Wherever possible ench Presbyterial, when its alloeation ig filled, should
send to the Provincial Supply Secretary a small amount of nmoney. Qn]tc
a number responded to this request last vear, but we would like the priu-
ciple to become more general.” Ti im well to have om hand a fund from
which-to draw for special cases that trequently arise and are sometimes
most urgent.

Quebec.—Considerable progresa has been made in our work and _great
praise should be given to our tweo Presbyterial Secretaries for their large
share in this work. As the need has beeomne mors apparent the Auxiliaries
have aecepted heavier responsibility. Qur total value in sapplies showa
an increage of $224,24.

The allocations were as follows:—Quebec Presbyterial: Qutfits fo.r 7
pupils at Portage la Prairie Boarding School; warm clothing nnd prizes
for Freneh achools; sheets, pillow cases and warm clothing for Namur; a
parcel of Christmas gifts, valued at $63.05, was sent with the outfits, and
a special bele valued at $175.00 to Teulon. Montreal Presbxterialf Quthity
for 18 pupils at Portage la Prairie Boarding School; supplies and warm
clothing for Jewish work in Montreal: supplics for ‘“Anng Turnhull”’
Hospital, Wakaw, Sask.; a penerous supply of hedding fer "Pointe aux
Trembles. In addition, a bale valned at $162.22 was sent to Dorchesfer
Houre fo be used in econmertion with the work of the Strangerp’ .
partment. Bupplies were provided for Fremch mission work wvalued. at
$175.00, making a total value of bales shipped, $3,201.26,
